Worship strives, under God, to con-
nect a congregation and its individual 
members with the inspiration and spiritual 
strength needed for the tasks of faithful 
Christian living. The Worship & Music 
Committee plan the banners in our sanctu-
ary according to the Presbyterian calendar. 

Ordinary time comprises much of the 
church year. It comes from the Latin word, 
ordo, which gives us the English words or-
dinal and order. In the church year, the 
Sundays in Ordinary Time are the num-
bered Sundays ï second, third, fourth, fifth 
etc. ï between Epiphany and Ash Wednes-
day, and again between Pentecost and the 
beginning of Advent 

The majority of the church year is in 
Ordinary/Ordered Time. Week by week, as 
we study the scriptures and worship togeth-
er, we hear how God is at work in the 
world. And of course, spiritual growth The 
liturgical color of Ordinary Time is green. 
Green is the color of growth, of vegetation, 
of Godôs good earth, of health and vibran-
cy, and of the hope of new life. Farmers 
and gardenersðpeople who patiently and 
regularly till the soil, prune and nourish 
plants, and reap a harvest--understand this 
analogy. Ordinary Time is a time when we 
grow in our faith, steadily hearing, learn-
ing, and applying the stories of God. It is a 
time to nurture faith along. 

The Banners that are now in our 
sanctuary were designed for this time and 
made by a member of our church; Deb An-
derson. As you observe these banners, 
Green is dominate in these banners. Green 
paraments are added to table and pulpit. 

One day Jesus was praying in a certain place. 
When he finished, one of his disciples said to 
him, "Lord, teach us to pray, just as John 
taught his disciples."  Luke 11:1 

As Christians there is a certain assumption/ ex-
pectation that we are a people of prayer, not 
just on Sunday mornings, but throughout the 
week and throughout our lives. The trouble is 
many people feel they don't know how to pray, 
they feel they aren't good at praying, or they 
don't feel like the way they have been praying 
isnôt working for them. This summer we will be 
exploring what is prayer and how do we pray in 
a sermon series starting the end of June and 
going through the end of July.
